This is now mandatory for any recreational 

saltwater fishermen.  It is a $10.00 fee for 

anyone 16 and over, and is free for anyone 

over 60.

With the new fishing season upon us, we 

would like to remind members of the 

 Pond Boat and Kayak Requirements.  
1. Must have a wearable lifejacket for each 

person on board.  On kayaks and canoes, 

lifejackets must be worn from 15 

September through 15 May.  Children 12 

and under must wear a lifejacket in all 

boats at all times.   

2. Any boat propelled by machinery must 

be registered and have registration numbers 

and sticker affixed to the hull.    

3. Vessels greater than 16’ must have one 

portable fire extinguisher.   

4. If operating at night, vessels less than 16 

feet must have one all around white light.
